I. Information literacy 
To initiate the process aimed at the attainment of public information (media campaign, etc.). 

(September)

Program of public administration and local government education (Particularly employees of legislative committees and legislators (September). 
Preparation of the process of educating and certifying the knowledge of citizens with respect to the utilization of information technologies (certified by licensed commercial organizations). 

Education and certification by lecturers. Support of research/development programs in the field of the application of information technologies (particularly colleges and universities).
Implementation of certifications

Preparation of certifications as a part of basic education

To introduce the Internet into every school, library, post office, etc. 



II.An informatized democracy
To set up a uniform public administration gateway on the Web (November).

To make further information available on the web (code of laws, public notices and ordinances, etc.).

(December)

To place all forms on the Web and secure the validity of printed black-and-white copies.

(starting in December)

To use television as an information channel for the public administration (including teletext, cable television circuits, etc.). (starting in December)
Service provided at some information kiosks.

Support for and application of the freedom of information law.
To establish information kiosks at all offices

III. The development of public administration information systems


To prepare draft laws: e-signatures (July), state information system (June), basic registers (December), certification authority and archival service.

(December).

To modify the budget rules for information technologies and telecommunication services (December).

To provide legal expertise for the operation of public administration information systems (November).

To include the ÚSIS, the departments and local government in the formulation of the PAIS conception.(June).
To establish contact locations for the public administration (a single staffed location, where the citizen can handle several agendas and obtain information, or possibly forms). 

Making electronic and paper documents legally equivalent.

To allow electronic communication with the public administration.
PAIS will be connected to a common safe reference interface (over this interface all PAIS will share data from the basic registers)

To set up a user interface for the communication of citizens with the public administration over the Internet

IV. Communication infrastructure
To resolve on the manner of administering the public administration trunk communication network of the (October).

To prepare the principles for the selection of the operators of the public administration communication infrastructure (November).
To set up a uniform communication infrastructure for the public administration.

To connect the contact locations of the public administration as well as selected offices.

To provide a secure connection of the PAIS to the Internet.
Connection of further offices to the PAIS



V. Credibility and security of information systems and personal data protection
To prepare the specification and the conditions for the granting of licenses for the issuance of electronic identifiers (December).

To create a PAIS security conception, particularly with regard to personal data protection (starting in July).
To ensure the issuance of professional electronic identifiers for the public administration.

The origin of the  Supervisory Authority for Personal Data Protection
Using electronic identifiers, information kiosks, and the Internet to ensure access by citizens to their own personal data in the registers of the public administration for purposes of verification

To initiate the issuance of electronic identifiers for all inhabitants

VI. Electronic commerce
To take advantage of EU expertise in the field of E-commerce in relation to the legislation in force in the Czech Republic (the use of electronic identifiers, the binding nature of electronic documents, etc. (starting in September).
To establish a central certification authority

To initiate the administration and distribution of public keys.
To set up the conditions for the origin of an industrial park for top information and communication technologies.
To establish electronic services of the public administration for businessmen (contract with the social security administration, the internal revenue service, electronic customs clearance, etc.) 

VII. A transparent economic environment
To start work on making the registers of all economic entities available to the public (July).

To prepare the conditions for securing the transparency of the results of public tenders (including making contracts public) and subsidies.(November).
To publish the outlays of the state budget electronically on the basis of the legislation currently in force.
To publish electronically the expenditures from public budgets, in conformity with the legislation in force.

VIII. Information society: stable and safe
Analysis of information needs to ensure crises management, protection of environment, security and defense in the conditions of information society.
Setting up (updating) of the information system, the relevant databases and registers according to results of the analysis
Full integration into the public administration information system.
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
